Collaboration Aditya College of Architecture
(ACA) has initiated significant

academic partnership both
national as well as

international. As part of its
local collaboration, ACA has

initiated talks with SCET Surat,
marking a new era of

collaboration between the two
institutions. The idea for this
partnership took root during

ACA’s convocation in April 2024,
where provost of Sarvajanik

University, Ar Persi Engineer,
was invited as a guest. The

initial discussions held after
this event have since blossomed
into a strategic plan designed
to foster cooperation and shared

growth. Through this
collaboration, ACA and SCET
Surat will combine their
resources and expertise to
create an enriched academic

environment, aiming to advance
architectural education and
research. Planned joint

initiatives, including research
projects, curriculum

development, and knowledge
exchange, will empower students
and faculty to expand their

skills and perspectives. On the
international front, the college
is in talks with the University

of Moratuwa which should
collaborate into a culmination
very soon. ACA is poised to make

significant strides in
architectural education and

contribute meaningfully to the
field through these meaningful

collaborations.
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Practical Training To enhance students'
understanding of real-world site
execution, Aditya College of
Architecture has instituted a

practical training initiative as
part of College Project. This
mandate requires every student
to actively engage with a real-
life site, allowing them to

observe and adapt to practical
field conditions and

methodologies. Through this
hands-on experience, students
gain invaluable insights into

the complexities of
architectural and construction
processes, including planning,
resource management, and on-site
problem-solving. This initiative

is being adapted by B.Arch,
M.Arch and B.Voc courses,

ensuring that students across
programs develop a strong

foundation in practical skills
essential for their future
careers in architecture and
allied fields. By immersing

themselves in the realities of
site work, students can better
connect theoretical knowledge

with applied practice,
cultivating a comprehensive and

experiential approach to
architectural education.

Blended Learning - Short Term
Courses

As part of our electives, ACA
focuses on holistic learning
whereby allied fields are
introduced for overall

development. Aditya College of
Architecture has embraced a
blended learning approach to
enrich the academic experience
by initiating short courses with
traditional classroom teaching.
This initiative will make a
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variety of specialized courses
available to students across all
departments, including B.Arch,
B.Voc, and BFA. Through this
model, students can explore a

broader range of subjects beyond
the core curriculum, offering

them the flexibility to learn at
their own pace and access

valuable resources from diverse
fields. By combining short term

courses with traditional
lectures and discussions, ACA
aims to provide students with a
comprehensive and versatile
educational experience,

equipping them with a wider
skill set and deeper knowledge

base that extends beyond
conventional boundaries. The
college is in process of

acquiring Coursera memberships
for all students as well as
faculty. Coursera has a wide

variety of courses based on the
subject of expert. This blended
learning model will encourage

self-directed learning, critical
thinking, and adaptability—key
qualities essential in the ever-
evolving fields of architecture

and design.

Research and Grants Aditya College of Architecture
(ACA) underscores the

significance of research and
grants as integral elements of

its academic structure,
fostering a research-driven

environment for both faculty and
students. Through initiatives

promoting collaborative research
and grant opportunities, ACA
aims to cultivate a deeper

engagement with architectural
studies. ACA’s annual
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International Design Research
Conference (IDRC) serves as a
prominent platform for global

academic exchange, encouraging a
broad spectrum of ideas and

practices. The recent IDRC 2023
event garnered participation

from across India and
Bangladesh, reflecting ACA’s
expanding influence in the

research community. ACA faculty
members also actively

participated in the BNCA
National Conference on “Built
Environment and Beyond,” where
their work was featured in both
the conference proceedings and

the NICMAR Journal of
Construction Management.

Additionally, students engaged
in an urban geography project

focused on Borivali, mapping its
blue and green corridors—a

research initiative that yielded
insightful results. Three
faculty members from Aditya
College of Architecture have

achieved significant milestones
in research, with their work

being presented and published in
well-regarded platforms such as

Livecity, the Indian Naval
Academy, and Springer. These
publications reflect the high
caliber of research emerging
from ACA and its faculty’s
dedication to contributing

valuable insights to the fields
of architecture, urban planning,
and environmental studies. On
the grants front, ACA students
are currently involved in the

esteemed RPG Foundation research
grant titled Mapping the Lesser
Known. This project centers on
documenting the architectural
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and cultural heritage of the
Parsi baugs, the unique

residential communities that
reflect the traditions and
lifestyles of the Parsi
community. Through this
initiative, students gain

valuable hands-on experience in
field research and cultural
documentation, fostering a
stronger appreciation for

India’s diverse architectural
legacy.

Multidisciplinary Learning Aditya College of Architecture
(ACA) cultivates a robust
multidisciplinary learning

environment by promoting cross-
departmental engagement among
faculty members across the

B.Arch, M.Arch, B.Voc, and BFA
programs. Faculty actively

participate in teaching courses
beyond their primary

departments, fostering a dynamic
exchange of knowledge,

methodologies, and creative
perspectives. This collaborative
approach provides students with

a more holistic education,
exposing them to a diverse array
of insights and practical skills
from multiple disciplines. The

15.Multidisciplinary / interdisciplinary

Aditya College of Architecture, under the Aditya Group of
Institutions (AGI) and managed by the Ameya Trust since 2011, is
located in a state-of-the-art vertical campus in Borivali West.
Affiliated with the University of Mumbai, the college offers degree
courses in Architecture, Management, Arts, and Vocational Training,
along with various certificate programs. The Architecture program is
interdisciplinary, integrating fields such as Design, Technology,
Science, Arts, Humanities, and Sociology, as outlined in the
University of Mumbai syllabus. The Trust’s commitment to promoting
educational excellence is evident in its initiatives under the
Centre for Excellence, aiming to serve the student community in
Mumbai North. The institution is well-prepared to implement the
National Education Policy (NEP) with a flexible, student-centered
curriculum. A culture of shared resources and policies facilitates a
smooth transition toward integrating Humanities and Social Sciences
with STEM disciplines.  Endorsed by the University of Mumbai, the
college adapts its curriculum in Allied Design courses like Studio,
Electives, and College Projects, which comprise 25% of the total
curriculum. These programs are designed to foster environmental
awareness and social responsibility. The Council of Architecture’s
proposed framework further supports curriculum flexibility, enabling
industry-ready specializations and credit-based choices across
domains. To enhance interdisciplinary learning, the college is
establishing an archive to document course-related information,
creating a valuable repository for architectural studio exercises
and future academic projects. This initiative underscores Aditya
College’s dedication to cultivating socially responsible
professionals. 

16.Academic bank of credits (ABC):

The University of Mumbai introduced a credit-based system in 2012 to
align with international standards, complementing its existing
percentile system. Within the Architecture syllabus, 25% flexibility
in subjects like Electives and College Projects allows students to
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utilize credit points for their academic progress. Although limited
autonomy is granted within the approved syllabus, guidelines from
the Council of Architecture support a variety of Professional
Electives (PE) and Open Electives (OE), encompassing Employment
Enhancement Courses (EEC) and Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC). The
institution has tailored electives in Skill Development, Theory, and
Technology, maximizing this flexibility for student benefit. Course
content and outcomes are systematically documented within the
institution's ISO framework, incorporating innovative teaching plans
that detail pedagogical techniques, resources, and assessment
methods. While in the early stages of implementing the credit
system, the institution’s expansion to include Allied Degree
Programs such as Management, Vocational Training, and Applied Art
lays the groundwork for an Academic Bank of Credits and future
credit-sharing options. The institution's digital platform, ION TCS,
supports credit tracking, enhancing the implementation and
monitoring of the credit-based system. This infrastructure promises
to facilitate a streamlined, student-centered academic environment
over time, aligning with broader educational innovations and
preparing students with adaptable, interdisciplinary skills. 

17.Skill development:

The Bachelor of Architecture syllabus, as prescribed by the
University of Mumbai, is a multidisciplinary program that integrates
vocational training with a diverse array of courses. Spanning
subjects such as building construction, design computation,
environmental sciences, and humanities, the program equips students
with the skills required to address various dimensions of societal
development.  To complement theoretical knowledge, annual workshops
tailored for each class are conducted, focusing on hands-on learning
and skill enhancement. This year, workshops were organized on topics
including photography, architectural rendering and model making,
charcoal sketching, calligraphy, and software training such as
Rhinoceros.  The institute also offers certified training programs
in collaboration with master craftspersons and industry experts,
which are seamlessly integrated into the academic calendar. This
year, seminars on architectural journalism, portfolio development,
construction safety management, and research methodology were
conducted, enriching the students' exposure to diverse fields.
Additionally, skill-oriented electives are offered every semester,
featuring a unique vertical integration among students across
different levels. Several electives are aligned with NSDC programs,
enabling students to gain government-recognized certifications. The
content of these electives is designed for flexible delivery in both
online and offline modes.  In Semester VIII, students undertake a
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90-day internship with architectural firms, during which they
maintain a logbook documenting their professional experiences. This
practical training is evaluated by external examiners as per the
University of Mumbai's examination protocols. The institute also
boasts an active placement cell where practicing architects and
alumni engage with eligible students, offering internship and career
opportunities.  For holistic skill development, students from other
semesters participate in site visits to active construction
projects. Faculty development is also prioritized; on Teacher’s Day,
the college organized a life skills training program for educators,
further enhancing the teaching-learning ecosystem. 

18.Appropriate integration of Indian Knowledge system (teaching in Indian Language, culture,
using online course)

The Institution has defined policy for implementation of Indian
Knowledge System in its curricular conduct as an added dimension in
course content. The Institution is not autonomous and has limited
choice of flexibility for academic enrichment, however the
institution promotes the use of references and terminologies for
various reference to context situations from Indian Knowledge
Systems. The students are regularly accustomed to the local site
terminologies through site visits. The institute encourages faculty
members to undertake online courses that allow for expansion of
knowledge and enhance language skills. The institution has embraced
a flexible approach by allowing faculty to use the local language as
a medium of instruction whenever it aids in enhancing students'
understanding of the content. This practice has proven effective in
fostering better comprehension and engagement among learners. A lot
of stress is laid in the curriculum to understand locale settings,
culture and locale geographies and climate conditions through
subjects such as environmental sciences where students have even
made helidome models to understand the sun movement in their
respective architectural designs. The Institution has created an
annual curriculum for undertaking documentation of heritage
locations and students are promoted to identify as well as undertake
studies on heritage values for their design dissertation projects.
The second and third year BArch students were taken to the lake city
of Bhopal to immerse them in the rich cultural and architectural
heritage of the country. The students were exposed to diverse
architectural styles, construction techniques, and urban planning
principles that have evolved over centuries.  The Institution
celebrates all days of National significance through conduct of
events, competitions viz. essay, slogan, poster etc. The Insititute
celebrated Hindi Diwas and organized an elocution competition to
commemorate the nuances of this rich language. The Institutional
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posters and social media pages include quotes and themes based on
Indian Knowledge Sources. The introduction and adoption of IKS
policy at the Institution is one of the best practices that the
Institute follows as a gradual shift towards adoption of NEP 2020. 

19.Focus on Outcome based education (OBE):Focus on Outcome based education (OBE):

The Institution in its ISO Quality Management system has adopted
Outcome Based Education as a part of Procedure Manual document,
accordingly, following is the format of OBE in alignment with
Council of Architecture (COA) guidelines. The outcome-based
education objectives are segregated into two parts as follows: 
Stage 1: (Semester 1-6): Enhancing the skill set of students and
giving them a holistic knowledge base for their professional
progress. As per COA it has a special focus of improving upon the
understanding of Architecture as a Design Centric Curriculum and
thus the distribution of hours is specifically conditioned to
address the uniqueness of the program. The objective of developing a
comprehensive understanding of the relationship between technical
and skill-based subjects is met by integrating theory, skill, and
technical subjects into the Design Processes. The program is
organized to undertake Design Week as a culmination of integrated
outcome.  Stage 2: (Semester 7-10): Enhancing the skill set of
students and giving them a specialized knowledge on the recent
development in the industry for employability after they complete
their design dissertation. At the stage -II (As per COA) of Semester
VII has a special focus of improving upon the technical
understanding and Industrial preparedness for better employability.
The focus is changed to courses that are better aligned for
Professional Internship of the next Semester. Under the ISO
Procedure Manual of the Institution for Institutional Process, the
Institution has well defined parameters for the conduct of the
Teaching Learning Process. The comprehensive document defines the
entire procedure for recording and conduct of the process in
alignment with the objectives of the Outcome Based Education (OBE).
The Institution has well defined guidelines for its curriculum
conduct under the ISO protocols, that are continuously reviewed and
audited by internal and external auditors. The incorporation of the
same in Academic Calendar with the various activities, Academic
Conduct through meticulous Teaching Plans as a tool and
incorporating the component of Value addition as facilitated its
efficient implementation and has been found as an emerging area of
best institutional practice. The inclusion of these values that are
open for improvements is helping the institution to adapt with the
goals and objectives of the NEP 2020. 

20.Distance education/online education:
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It was during the Pandemic that the capabilities of the Institute
was tested in delivering online/ distance education. Though the
students were not on campus however faculty reported to college to
use IT enabled tools and high configured internet facilities to
deliver classes online. The Institute has state of the art computer
lab and every classroom with digital boards that enables IT based
interactive learning. The Institution has created a Learning
Management system based on the Microsoft Teams platform for its
curricular activities. The institution till date has adopted a
hybrid learning model particularly for extracurricular activities
like online seminars thereby tapping Foreign eminent speakers and
Guest lectures for enhancement in learning. The Institute has
initiated talks with Coursera to have MOOC (Massive Open Online
Courses)/Distance online learning programs.

1.1 - Curricular Planning and Implementation

1.1.1 - The Institution ensures effective curriculum delivery through a well planned and documented
process

ACA offers a 5-year full-time B.Arch course and a 3-year full-time
B.Voc in Interior Design, affiliated with the University of Mumbai
(UoM). The B.Arch course is approved by the COA, New Delhi. The
curriculum for both programs is designed by UoM, with teaching plans
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and evaluation processes conducted at the institute.

An academic calendar is prepared at the start of each year,
incorporating curricular and extracurricular activities. Faculty are
assigned courses based on their expertise, interest, and experience.
Subject-wise timetables are displayed on notice boards and uploaded
to the institute’s ERP system, TCSion, for accessibility. Additional
guidance is offered post-class hours: after 2:40 PM for B.Arch and
before 12 PM for B.Voc students.

Faculty members prepare semester-wise teaching plans, including
session topics, methodologies, objectives, outcomes, pedagogy,
assignments, and marking schemes. These plans are reviewed and
approved by the principal. Internship opportunities are provided
during Semester 8 for B.Arch and Semester 6 for B.Voc students.

Teaching content and students' work are uploaded to the institute’s
archival drive before each semester begins. Assignments are planned
per teaching guidelines, and the marking scheme adheres to UoM’s
examination policies. Student feedback on faculty and subjects is
collected every semester to ensure quality improvement

Aditya College of Architecture (ACA) has a comprehensive waste
management system addressing various types of waste to promote
sustainability and minimize environmental impact. For solid waste,
ACA collaborates with an external agency (Raddi Connect) to recycle
non-biodegradable waste, while biodegradable waste from canteens is
composted for use as manure. Liquid waste is managed through a
rainwater harvesting pit, which captures and recycles rainwater,
contributing to water conservation on campus.

In managing e-waste, ACA engages an authorized vendor who collects
electronic waste biannually or as needed, ensuring safe disposal in
compliance with environmental standards. For waste recycling, ACA
follows the 3R principle—Reduce, Reuse, Recycle—minimizing waste
generation and encouraging recycling wherever possible.

Though not generating biomedical waste, ACA’s policy includes
guidelines for handling hazardous waste to ensure safety and
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compliance. Although radioactive waste is not produced on campus,
ACA's policy emphasizes safe disposal practices for any potential
hazardous substances, promoting awareness and responsibility among
students and staff.

This structured approach underlines ACA’s commitment to
sustainability, environmental stewardship, and fostering a clean and
healthy campus environment for all.

ACA offers a 5-year full-time B.Arch course and a 3-year full-
time B.Voc in Interior Design, affiliated with the University of
Mumbai (UoM). The B.Arch course is approved by the COA, New
Delhi. The curriculum for both programs is designed by UoM, with
teaching plans and evaluation processes conducted at the
institute.

An academic calendar is prepared at the start of each year,
incorporating curricular and extracurricular activities. Faculty
are assigned courses based on their expertise, interest, and
experience. Subject-wise timetables are displayed on notice
boards and uploaded to the institute’s ERP system, TCSion, for
accessibility. Additional guidance is offered post-class hours:
after 2:40 PM for B.Arch and before 12 PM for B.Voc students.

Faculty members prepare semester-wise teaching plans, including
session topics, methodologies, objectives, outcomes, pedagogy,
assignments, and marking schemes. These plans are reviewed and
approved by the principal. Internship opportunities are provided
during Semester 8 for B.Arch and Semester 6 for B.Voc students.

Teaching content and students' work are uploaded to the
institute’s archival drive before each semester begins.
Assignments are planned per teaching guidelines, and the marking
scheme adheres to UoM’s examination policies. Student feedback on

This dual-track approach fosters an
inclusive learning environment where every student can succeed,
reflecting ACA’s commitment to holistic and adaptive educational
practices.

Aditya College of Architecture (ACA) has a comprehensive waste
management system addressing various types of waste to promote
sustainability and minimize environmental impact. For solid
waste, ACA collaborates with an external agency (Raddi Connect)
to recycle non-biodegradable waste, while biodegradable waste
from canteens is composted for use as manure. Liquid waste is
managed through a rainwater harvesting pit, which captures and
recycles rainwater, contributing to water conservation on campus.

In managing e-waste, ACA engages an authorized vendor who
collects electronic waste biannually or as needed, ensuring safe
disposal in compliance with environmental standards. For waste
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recycling, ACA follows the 3R principle—Reduce, Reuse,
Recycle—minimizing waste generation and encouraging recycling
wherever possible.

Though not generating biomedical waste, ACA’s policy includes
guidelines for handling hazardous waste to ensure safety and
compliance. Although radioactive waste is not produced on campus,
ACA's policy emphasizes safe disposal practices for any potential
hazardous substances, promoting awareness and responsibility
among students and staff.

This structured approach underlines ACA’s commitment to
sustainability, environmental stewardship, and fostering a clean
and healthy campus environment for all.
